H) Parental Consent and Release

I also understand that my child’s mentor may have mentoring meetings with my child at times and places of their choosing and that APEX does not control or supervise any such meeting.  I understand and assume any risks associated with my child’s participation in the program and I voluntarily consent to my child’s participation in the APEX mentoring program. I understand that participation in APEX programs is entirely voluntary.  My child or I may withdraw from APEX programs without affecting any of my rights.   In consideration of and in return for services, facilities, and other assistance provided to my child by APEX and its officers, directors, staff, employees, agents and representatives, I release APEX and its officers, directors, staff, employees, agents and representatives from any and all liability, claims and actions that may arise from injury or harm to my child or my child’s property, including, without limitation, any injury or harm to my child or my child’s property that may be caused by the mentor’s negligence or willful misconduct.  I understand that this release covers liability, claims and actions caused entirely or in part by any acts or failures to act by APEX and its officers, directors, staff, employees, agents and representatives to the extent that such release is permitted by law. I recognize that this release means I and my child are giving up, among other things, the right to sue APEX and its officers, directors, staff, employees, agents and representatives for injuries, damages, or losses my child may incur while participating in the APEX mentoring program. I also understand that this release binds me, my child and my child’s executors, administrators, and assigns. I have read the entire release in this paragraph, fully understand it, and agree to be legally bound by it.
Once your child has been matched with a mentor, there will be a $25 fee each year which will help to cover some of the costs associated with the Mentoring Program, such as group activities and workshops.
